Clinical Coordinator. 
 
The Epilepsy Monitoring Unit is located on the hospital’s 6th floor under the direction of Dr. 
Balbir Singh, Board Certified by the American Board of Psychiatry and Neurology with added 
qualifications in Child Neurology and Clinical Neurophysiology.
